3. Engage in conversation; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help.

4. Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basis language structures.

5. Develop accurate pronunciation and intonation so that others understand when they are reading aloud or using familiar words and phrases.

6. Appreciate stories, songs, poems and rhymes in Spanish.

7. Read carefully and show understanding of words, phrases and simple writing.

8. Broaden their vocabulary and develop their ability to understand new words that are introduced into familiar written material, including through using a dictionary.

9. Write phrases from memory, and adapt these to create new sentences, to express ideas clearly.

10. Describe people, places, things and actions orally and in writing.

11. Understand basic grammar: feminine, masculine and the conjugation of high-frequency verbs; key features and patterns of the language and how these differ from or are similar to English.
